Development Workshops – Wednesday Evenings (Timetable to Follow) 
 
To supplement the group coaching sessions and to bridge the gap into the academy (see box out) we will be 
holding a series of Development Workshops on Wednesday evenings.  These will be focused on specific 
areas (i.e. bowling spin, batting against pace, wicket-keeping, etc.), the idea being that you can select the 
most relevant ones.
